Minutes: it was resolved that the minutes of the of the Ordinary Parish Council meeting held on
10.04.18 were an accurate record, duly signed by the Chairman.

b) Site meeting with Play Company in regard to new equipment to take place on May 28" 1.30 pm.
c) Worcestershire CALC Training dates emailed to all members.
d) Perkins’ Educational Foundation Awards for the Academic Year 2019-2020: invite applications for
awards from young people under the age of 25. Grants are available to help with expenses in courses
of study in further and higher education, vocational training such as apprenticeships, and in some
circumstances, structured programmes of personal development such as overseas visits. Awards are
not normally given to those under 17 years of age. Applicants must have been resident in one of the
following parishes —Salford Priors, Bidford, Kings Broom, Cleeve Prior or Harvington for not less than
two years immediately prior to their application.

a) Latest Cross Parish Cycle and Pathways Project Group meeting: well attended by representatives
from Parish Councils, Sustrans, walking/rambling representatives. The Group have engaged Sustrans
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‘ to carry out a feasibility study.

16. Finance & General Purposes Group —notes approved and the following considered:

16.1 a) Annual Playing Field Inspection report: tree to be moved away from swing area.

b) Annual Jubilee Orchard Inspection report: a number of items in respect of ground maintenance to
be addressed; along with work required to goal posts, large and small multiplay units.

16.2 Replacement column of streetlight 35, The Steps: it was agreed that the Council are prepared to wait
for the fencing work to be carried out by Rooftop Housing Association (RHA) in order that the column
can be replaced later in the year. It was felt that this is a RHA problem that needs to be addressed as
at the time the fencing was erected RHA contractors were asked by a resident to not enclose the
streetlight into the garden.

16.3 Swing area on the Orchard: it was agreed to purchase two signs with the wording " Dog owners please
respect this area where young children are playing”.

16.4 Options discussed in regard to the surface of the small multi-play unit on the Playing Field. Following
advice received on the length of use remaining in the multi play unit it was agreed not to use funds on
‘wet pour’ as this was an expensive option and restrict use for when the old unit was removed. It was
agreed to discuss with the Play Company, who are placing new equipment on the playing field, their
option of removing the bark, filling in with excavated soil from placing the new equipment and
finishing with top soil and grass matting.

16.5 Format of delivery of agendas and associated papers. It was agreed that Clirs. Dr. Davies, Ms. Smith,
Mr. Colebrook, Mr. Baugh and Mrs. Allison would receive correspondence by email. Clirs. Mr. Dorrell,
Mr. Richardson and Mr. Langley would receive hard copies of documents.

16.6 Member name plate for meetings: it was agreed to purchase 10 name plates for use at meetings as
members of the public are not always aware of the names of the Council participants.

16.7 EU Wi-Fi Grant. It was agreed to ask Chris Haynes to go ahead with the EU Wi-Fi grant application and
check the terms and conditions of any agreement.

Proposal: Replacement of rear conservatory with single storey oak frame extension. Comment: Nil.

17.3 Applications dealt with by delegation:
a)_19/00848/FUL - Harvington C of E First School, Harvington. Proposal: Proposed single storey
extension to create a bathroom management area. Comments: In general, the Council support the
application, as being necessary to improve facilities for a pupil with specific special needs. However
the following concerns have been raised:
1. It is noted that the extension appears to either block or reduce direct natural lighting to all the
rooms. One room (3b) is a cloakroom and the other two rooms (5a & 5b) are toilets used by
Reception Class and Class 1.
2. It is understood that there are, currently, extraction fans serving both toilets, which would appear
to be blocked-off by this proposed extension.
The Council asks if the developer would undertake a further review to deal with these perceived
problems and advises how best to ensure both adequate lighting levels and ventilation are
maintained within these rooms e.g. installation of 'Velux'-type roof inserts to retain natural light and a
combined piped-extraction system, above roof level, to ensure adequate ventilation to these rooms.
b) 19/00871/HP 12 Brookdale, Harvington. Proposal: Proposed Rear Extension & Associated Internal
Alterations. Comments: Nil.
